DOM Thoughts,

As I sit down to write this month’s newsletter article there
are a thousand thoughts running through my mind. For the
past 29 years Mrs. Brenda Barnes has served as
Administrative Assistant here at the Beaverdam Baptist
Association. Brenda began her duties as the Association’s
new “Secretary/Bookkeeper” on Monday, November 28,
1988. At that time Rev. John Dent served as our
Associational Director of Missions.

As most of you are aware Mrs. Brenda recently began to
experience some serious health problems. It was after
numerous doctor’s visits that Brenda was told that she had
a tumor on her brain. Shortly thereafter she underwent
surgery to remove the tumor in Greenville. Following her
release Greenville Brenda spent several days at the Lila
Doyle Nursing Care facility in Seneca where she
underwent physical therapy. Brenda has begun a six-week
period of time in which she will be undergoing
chemotherapy and radiation. Following that six weeks she
will then have more scans to evaluate the tumors status.
Thus far, Mrs. Brenda has not encountered any significant
side effects from the treatments other than increased
weakness. She is in good spirits and welcomes calls and
texts. Visitation will have to be limited over the next few
weeks due to a weakening immune system caused by the
treatments.

It was while visiting with Mrs. Brenda recently at Lila
Doyle that she informed me (through tear filled eyes and
deep emotion) that she had decided that she would be
unable to return to work. I knew when Brenda underwent
surgery that her being unable to return to work was
certainly a possibility; however, it was not what | was
prepared to hear. Brenda Barnes has faithfully served the
churches of the Beaverdam Baptist Association for almost
29 years! Her name will forever be connected in a
wonderful way with this Association! Over the past eight
years it has been my joy to serve alongside this precious
lady! She is without a doubt the most dedicated and
faithful servant of God that | have ever served with. |
have never witnessed a person go ABOVE & BEYOND
the call to fulfill their responsibilities like Brenda Barnes!
I have never seen a person more devoted to the ministry
that God has called them to than Mrs. Brenda! Over Mrs.
Brenda’s 29 years of employment here she has been a
tremendous blessing to the churches of this Association!
